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Mahle Pension Update

Over the last several months we’ve received a
number of phone calls here at the office

and from some of you who have stopped by, asking
what is happening with our pension

monies.

We've asked for an update from the CAW on what
the current status of our plan is and

the following is their update.

The union is currently actively asking the company
what the wind-up date for the pension

plan will be.

The process is that the company must file a wind-
up report no later than 6 months after

the wind-up date.

By virtue of the closure agreement the company
must fund the shortfall, if any, within 1

year of the wind-up date.

The employer has the option to send out to the
members the wind-up option forms before

or after they file the wind-up report. As we have
not received these option forms it would

appear that the company has chosen to wait until
after it files the report.

No monies can be transferred out of the pension
fund into LIRA’s and no annuities can

be purchased until the plan is fully funded (unless
the member becomes eligible to retire

with a monthly pension before then). This means
that we have to wait for 1 year after the

wind-up date before the transfers/annuity pur-
chases can take place.
